8.1 Introduction—Basic principal of phosphor for photocatalysis

As we have seen, evolution of technology in every field of science has exploded; for example,
the telephone has changed to the mobile phone, and with it we can perform any possible work—
making calls, transferring money, shopping, reading, entertainment, and much more. This
suggests that we rely on constant development of technology and scientific knowledge, which
supports and solves the necessities of our society. Therefore, researchers have been
continuously trying to develop a better world around us by increasing the properties of materials
that can be used in industries in more efficient and better ways. However, humans always relate
development with industry, although industries provide us with job vacancies and development
discussed before. But the mass production of anything leaves us with pollution such as air
pollution and water pollution. Therefore, another problem is to purify air and water pollution
due to industry. Photocatalysis could be one of the solutions for purifying air and water
pollution.

Photocatalysis is a photoinduced catalytic process. Photocatalytic materials absorb
electromagnetic radiation in which electrons absorb incident photons and jump from valance
band (VB) to conduction band (CB), and therefore holes are produced in the VB, as shown in
Fig. 8.1. During this process (called photocatalysis), energy and momentum is conserved,
which depicts that photons have same energy as the bandgap. Moreover, in this process,
photogenerated holes undergo oxidation process; at the same time, reduction happens due to
photogenerated electrons. This process, first mentioned by Dr. Alexander Eibner in 1911, was
the first explanation of photocatalysis phenomenon provided by Landau in 1913 [1, 2].

Indian novels continue to develop and grow, adapting
to the changing Indian environment. Many social,
political and industrial changes have brought parallel
amendments in the substance of these novels. The
thematic nucleus of these novels consists in the depiction
of the picture of hunger, poverty and disease in the
Indian rural life. Along with the deletion of widespread
social evils and tensions, an examination of the survival
of the past find an exploration of a hybrid culture of
dislocations also constitute the themes of these novels.

There seems to be a little continuity between pre-
Independence and post-Independence fiction. The new
novelists had yet to break with the literary conventions
of their colonizers. They had to talk upon themselves
a new challenge and pioneer a new tradition. They
could not fall back upon their predecessors. Yet they
deserve a fairer estimate at least for their contribution
to Indian writings. Some of their conclusions provide

valuable insight into the modern Indian novel including
that of Anita Desai.

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Introduction

Literally Dalit (broken/scattered) is a name assigned to
people belonging to the lowest caste in India, characterised
as “untouchable”. Dalits were excluded from the four-
fold Varna system of Hinduism and were seen as forming
a fifth Varna, also known by the name of Panchama. Dalits
now profess various religious beliefs, including Hinduism,
Buddhism, Sikhism, Christianity, Islam and various other
belief systems.

Basically the term Dalit is a self-applied concept for those
called the “untouchables” and others that were outside
of the traditional Hindu caste hierarchy. Renowned Dalit
leader B.R. Ambedkar (1891-1956) said that untouchability
came into Indian society around 400 CE, due to the
struggle for supremacy between Buddhism and
Brahmanism (an ancient term for Brahmanical Hinduism).
Some Hindu priests befriended untouchables and were
demoted to low-caste ranks. Eknath, another excommunicated
Brahmin, fought for the rights of untouchables during
the Bhakti period.

Significantly in the late 1880s, the Marathi word ‘Dalit’
was used by Mahatma Jotiba Phule for the outcasts and
Untouchables who were oppressed and broken in th_c
Hindu society. Dalit is a vernacular form of tl.m Sansl\l_'lt
(dalita). In Classical Sanskrit, this means "Lii\'uic}l, _sphlg,
broken, scattered”. This word was repurposed in [9th-
century Sanskrit to mean “(a person) not belonging to

1. Introduction

The novel coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19) has been declared a world pandemic
threat by the World Health Organization and is spreading rapidly across the world. It is
an infectious disease caused by a virus called a novel coronavirus, which was also the
reason for severe acute respiratory syndrome (SARS) in 2003. The SARS epidemic [1,2]
was predicted by many authors using various machine learning (ML) techniques.
Because of COVID-19, the number of confirmed cases and deaths are rapidly increasing
in all most all countries; India has not escaped this pandemic. The first case of COVID-19
emerged in India on Jan. 30, 2020; 2 more cases were found on Feb. 3, 2020 and the
number was stable until Mar. 1, 2020. The disease has since spread to most states and
cities of India [3]. Few states or cities remain untouched by the COVID-19 outbreak in
India. There is no vaccine to treat COVID-19 to prevent infection from one infected
person to another. India has learned a lesson from other countries, and therefore the
Indian government has made appropriate decisions and implemented various strategies
to prevent the pandemic from spreading across the country well in advance. Many ap-
proaches were taken to stop spreading cases of COVID-19 from affected to unaffected
parts of the country, including a citywide lockdown, closing all transports such as air-
ports, railways, and local transportations, and closing markets, malls, cinemas, pro-
ductions, and so on. Moreover, the isolation or quarantine of suspected patients is being
done. The entire machinery of the government is fully involved to stop spreading it in the
community; despite this, cases of COVID-19 positive are increasing every day. By the
time of writing, there were more than 26,283 confirmed cases in India, 825 of whom died
and about 5938 of whom had recovered, and the numbers keep rising [4].
